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With the land purchased and the 
building plans made, progress on the 
new school grows by leaps and bounds 
each day. We are happy to report that 
we broke land and building began in 
March. The foundation is being laid 
now and we expect to see the walls 
begin to form in the next few weeks.  
 
Thank you to everyone that has so 
generously given toward this project. 
We are excited to have a building team 
from Valentine, Nebraska come in July 
to help with finishing touches on the 
first phase of the new school building. 
We expect that the school will open as 
planned in the fall of 2008. 
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·  The new land needs to be 
hooked up to city water. This 
is a long and costly process. 

·  Pastor Lamine is in the midst 
of director training, but the 
instructors are on strike. Pray 
for a quick resolution. 

·  Pray for the St. Louis church 
as we continue to reach out 
to our community.

In February we participated in the Samaritan’s Purse gift distribution in 
Saint-Louis. We were able to visit some of the homes in the 
neighborhood of the new school and talk with families about the school 
as well as the Leer Gi radio show. The children gathered at the site of 
the new school on March 15th to receive their gifts. 
 
This outreach also gave us the opportunity to meet some of the children 
who will be attending the school and to hear from parents who have 
struggled to educate their children because of the lack of schools in 
their area. One family spends about $25 a month just to transport their 
children to school. With an average monthly income of about $60 you 
can see what a sacrifice this is for the family.
