


Senegal is in West Africa. We
live in the very northern part of
Senegal right on the Senegal
River and the Atlantic Ocean.
However, Senegal has many
different kinds of landscape.

Senegal is part of the Sub-Saharan |
desert so we have lots of sand in many
parts of Senegal. The picture above was
taken in a sand dune camp not far from
where we live.

Southeast Senegal is wide open
with these strange trees at the right,
called Baobab trees. The fruit they
grow is called monkey fruit because
only monkeys can reach it!

In the north
western part of
Senegal where
we live, the
Senegal River
meets the
Ocean. Our
town even has a
long bridge that

that stretches out to an island in the river
which is pictured under the Baobab trees.

Finally, you can see the flat grass lands that
stretch out in north eastern Senegal. This is
where the shepherds take their animals
during rainy season so they can eat all the
grass.

Most Senegalese dishes have rice
with onion sauce. They also have
vegetables and meat. The people here
eat around one bow! usually on the
floor and sometimes they eat with their
hands.

We eat a lot of fish because Senegal
boarders the Atlantic Ocean.

The man on the right

is cutting down

sugar cane which
will be processed
into sugar here in
Senegal and then
exported to other

countries.

The women on the left are
picking peanuts. Peanuts
are a big cash crop in
Senegal and you can find
them for sell on any street
corner.

The boy at the top is standing in a field
of rice. We can grow all kinds of
vegetables and fruits in Senegal; like
tomatoes, mangos and bananas.

The woman at the left is selling goat
milk, a favorite drink of the shepherds.

Horse carts are used in
towns and villages. They
haul goods and people to
almost anywhere they need
to go.

Pirogues (boats) carry
fishermen to work and
people across the river.

We also have horses, donkeys,

cars, taxis and even a train.

In Senegal there are
many different forms
of transportation. For
example, camels
walk easily and
quickly through the
sand.

Car Rapids and Jiggen Jies carry
people and supplies around town
and from one town to another. They
store their luggage on top and
sometimes even put sheep and
goats up there!

Large trucks carry food and
supplies from north to south and
east to west.
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Senegal is an Islamic country. That means
that most of the people that live here are
Muslims.

We have come to Senegal to tell the people
about Jesus and what God has taught us in
the Bible.

The picture at the left is a mosque where
Muslims go to pray.

There are a over 70
Assemblies of God churches
in Senegal that meet in
buildings like the one at the
left or even under trees out in
the villages.

We also have a church in
Saint-Louis, where we live.
We meet in the school
building pictured at the
bottom left.

We also helped start a
Christian school here. The
children learn all the same
things we do in school and
they have great Christian
teachers!
